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PLI Scheme Should
Encourage Local
Value Addition,
Says Ajai Chowdhry

Bengaluru: Calling the latest in-
centive scheme for electronics
hardware manufacturing better
than the previous one, Ajai
Chowdhry, cofounder of  HCL,
said that production linked in-
centives (PLI)s that come out of
the government should encour-
age value addition in India. 

The Union Cabinet on May 17 ap-
proved the Production Linked In-
centive (PLI) Scheme 2.0 for IT
Hardware with a budgetary out-
lay of  `̀17,000 crore. On this
Chowdhry said, “It is better than
the earlier one”. 

However, he pointed out, “I
would like to see a little more in
PLI schemes. My belief  is that we
should not just be a ‘screwdriver’
country. We should be a value ad-
dition country. Therefore, the
PLIs that come out of  the govern-
ment should encourage value ad-
dition in India. In this PLI,
they’ve added a little piece where
they’ve said you’ll get 2% extra if
you buy components locally,
which is good”. 

“But I would have liked them to
go one step beyond and say, “if
you design in India, you’ll get
4%,”he said. “Now, that will cre-
ate an industry,” he added. “Just
manufacturing gives you a 4% to
6% value addition. If  you start
buying components in India, it’ll

improve. But if  you actually de-
sign in India, your value ad-
dition will be phenom-
enal,” he said. 

Talking about the India’s
plan to set up semiconduc-
tor manufacturing in the
country, Chowdhry who is
a member of  the advisory
committee to the India Semi-
conductor Mission (ISM) said,
“This is the first time we’re at-
tempting this. The second rea-

son is that you need a terrific
combination of  technology, fi-
nance, leadership and destiny. In-
dia is giving the highest incen-
tive anywhere in the world. We're
giving 50% of  the capital expen-
diture, and states are giving an-
other 20%. So, 70% of  what you
need to invest is already paid for.
Now that’s a huge risk for the gov-
ernment. So, they’re not going to
approve without going into every
line of  the business plan,” he
said. 

He added that the business plan
is important because it is the tax
payer’s money. “Seventy per cent
of  the money is the country's
money. They cannot afford to ap-
prove an application that will
not deliver results. Break even in
semiconductors could take any-
where between 15 years to 20
years. We need to know how cus-
tomers will be acquired,” he
said. 

“The technology has to be pro-
ven and not something that they
will have to come here and devel-
op now. It has to be for 29 nano-
metre and above,” he added. 

Since semiconductors is a 'big
company game', as long as the
company is into silicon, large
corporations like Reliance, Tata,
Vedanta, and Adani, are well
placed to get into semiconduc-
tors, Chowdhry said. 

“I think those are the ones who
should come forward and invest.
In compound semiconductors
where the investments are much
smaller, you don't need big compa-
nies alone. We need a good mix of
silicon and compound
semiconduc-
tors,” he
said.

Categorically denying these alle-

Taro’s comments come just months af-
ter Singapore had activated linkages be-
tween its own digital payments inter-
face Paynow and UPI. Several other

AI too Crucial to
be not Regulated,
says Google

Chennai: Google on Friday pub-
lished a whitepaper with sugges-
tions for a policy agenda for re-
sponsible AI progress. In a blog
post, the company said AI was too
important not to regulate and al-
so stressed that it was too impor-
tant not to regulate well.

“Calls for a halt to technological
advances are unlikely to be suc-
cessful or effective, and risk mis-
sing out on AI’s substantial bene-
fits and falling behind those who
embrace its potential,” Kent Wal-
ker, president of  global affairs,
Google & Alphabet, said in the
blog post.

He said broad-based efforts —
across government, companies,
universities, and more — were
needed to help translate techno-
logical breakthroughs into wide-
spread benefits, while mitigating
risks. Walker said individual
practices, shared industry stan-
dards, and sound government po-
licies would be essential to get-
ting AI right.

In the whitepaper, Google said it
encourages governments to fo-
cus on three key areas — unlock-
ing opportunity, promoting re-
sponsibility, and enhancing secu-
rity. “Economies that embrace AI
will see significant growth, out-
competing rivals that are slower
on the uptake. AI will help many
different industries produce mo-
re complex and valuable pro-
ducts and services, and help in-
crease productivity despite gro-
wing demographic challenges,"
Walker said.

He added that AI also promises
to give a boost to both small busi-
nesses using AI-powered pro-
ducts and services to innovate
and grow—and to workers who
can focus on non-routine and mo-
re rewarding elements of  their
jobs. But in order to make this
happen, Walker urged policyma-
kers to invest in innovation and
competitiveness, promote legal
frameworks that support respon-
sible AI innovation, and prepare
workforces for AI-driven job
transition. Further, Walker said
that AI has important implica-
tions for global security and sta-
bility. Generative AI can help cre-
ate (but also identify and track)
mis- and dis-information and ma-
nipulated media.

Bengaluru: Edtech company Byju’s
on Friday refuted accusation that its
US subsidiary Byju’s Alpha is hiding
$500 million from lenders in the US,
saying the transfers made by Alpha
were “in full compliance” with its
agreements.

The fund transfers “did not contra-
vene any terms of  the parties’ credit
agreement and the agreed-upon
rights and responsibilities”, Byju’s
said. The clarification comes in the
wake of  a lawsuit that Byju’s Alpha
faces in a Delaware court in relation
to the recovery of  a $1.2-billion loan it
took in 2021.

Lenders who filed the suit have

foreign exchange rules over the in-
vestments received and transfer of
funds abroad – said “the funds were
transferred to other operative enti-
ties for growth and expansion in its
global operations”.

“In fact, even lenders have not al-
leged that the transfer was not per-
mitted under parties’ existing con-
tractual arrangement… Byju's en-
tered into the Term Loan B agree-
ment with the clear intention of
utilising the raised funds to drive
growth and expansion in its global
operations and is free to transfer and
use the funds as necessary,” the com-
pany said in its statement.

Byju’s also denied US lenders’
claims of  default. It claimed the
company has “fulfilled all its con-
tractual payment obligations as
agreed upon in the Term Loan B
signed in 2021 and has not missed a
single payment thereunder”.

“There have been no monetary de-
faults under the loan… The lend-
ers’ allegations (which also we dis-
pute) concern merely insignifi-
cant technical and non-monetary
defaults,” it said.

ET had last month reported that
ED’s probe into Byju’s accounts had
been ongoing for the past two years.
Byju Raveendran, who is also the
company’s chief  executive, has been
summoned 4-5 times.

claimed that due to the default ear-
lier this year, they have the right to
put their representative, Timothy
R Pohl, in charge of  the company,
news agency Bloomberg first re-
ported on May 18.

The lawsuit was filed by Glas Trust
Company and investor Pohl against
Byju’s Alpha, its director, Riju Ravin-
dran, and Tangible Play Inc. Riju Ra-
vindran is the younger brother of
Byju’s founder Byju Raveendran.

New Delhi: India has approved popular mobile
game Battlegrounds Mobile India (BGMI) to be
relaunched for a trial period after a 10-month
ban, South Korean game developer Krafton said

on Friday. South Korea’s foreign affairs and culture minis-
tries held meetings with their Indian counterparts to help
lift the ban. The Indian government blocked BGMI last Ju-
ly, citing concerns about data-sharing with China. Krafton
is backed by China’s Tencent which owns 13.5% stake. The
three-month trial approval of  the game was agreed after it
complied with issues of  server locations and data security,
minister of  state for electronics and information technol-
ogy, Rajeev Chandrasekhar, said in a tweet. — Reuters
